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ARTICLE I: NAME & PURPOSE

Section A: 

Name – The name of this club shall be the ECU Civil Engineering Society, hereinafter referred to as "ECES".

Section B: Purpose 

The purpose of this club is to:

1. Create an inclusive, student-led professional platform that inspires, connects and empowers students studying Civil Engineering or related disciplines.
2. Promote a strong learning community where students enhance their technical knowledge, professional skills, leadership capabilities, and ethical responsibility while engaging with real-world engineering challenges.
3. Promote awareness and action aligned with sustainability principles, climate resilience, innovation, and responsible use of resources, which are core values essential for modern civil engineering practice.
4. Encourage student participation beyond the classroom through seminars, industry talks, site visits, workshops, competitions, research engagement, and collaborative projects with industry and professional bodies.
5. Support enrolled students in their transition to professional life by facilitating networking opportunities, mentorship connections, and access to industry information.


ECES commits to abiding by the Guild’s Code of Conduct, and upholding the values of the people that it represents.
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Section A: Eligibility 
Membership shall be open to all students currently enrolled at Edith Cowan University. The Society primarily serves students studying Civil Engineering, Environmental Engineering, Construction Management, and related disciplines. Students from other academic backgrounds who have an interest in civil engineering are also welcome.
A minimum of 51% of the Society’s members must be currently enrolled ECU students at all times, in accordance with ECU Student Guild affiliation requirements.




Section B: Membership Benefits

Members of ECES are entitled to:
1. Attend and participate in all Society events, workshops, site visits, and activities.
1. Access networking opportunities with industry professionals and Engineers Australia representatives.
1. Stand for election or appointment to Executive Committee positions (subject to enrolment requirements).
1. Vote at General Meetings and on matters pertaining to the Society.
1. Receive communications, updates, and opportunities distributed by the Society.

Section C: Grounds for Removal 

Members who are observed going against the direct purpose of the club, displaying anti-social behavior, and/or making disparaging comments about the Guild and not abiding by the Guild Code of Conduct, will be subject to removal from the club. This removal will be immediate, but appeals will be considered at the club's discretion. 
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All club members agree to abide by the following club rules:

All members of ECES agree to abide by the following rules:

1. ECES is an all-inclusive organisation and will not discriminate on the basis of age, gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability, religion, or any other characteristic.
1. ECES does not permit members to engage in any form of harassment, bullying, humiliation, or inappropriate initiation practices.
1. ECES is an advocate for the ECU Student Guild and commits, first and foremost, to serving the interests of ECU students and the Guild above any other internal or external interests.
1. Members shall conduct themselves professionally and ethically at all Society events, industry engagements, and university activities, reflecting positively on ECES and the engineering profession.
1. Members shall comply with all relevant ECU regulations, Guild policies, and any applicable guidelines from associated professional bodies such as Engineers Australia.
1. Members are responsible for the appropriate and authorised use of Society resources, funds, and property.
1. The Guild takes no responsibility or liability, financially or in any other way, for the actions of the Society’s members.
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Section A: Composition

The Executive Committee shall be responsible for the management and administration of the Society. It shall consist of the following office bearers, all of whom must be currently enrolled ECU students:
1. President 
3. Secretary 
4. Treasurer 
5. Events & Industry Engagement Officer
6. Communications 
Additional positions may be created by a majority vote of the Executive Committee in accordance with ECU Student Guild governance requirements.

Section B: Membership 

President – Provides overall leadership and direction for the Society. Chairs all Executive Committee and General Meetings. Acts as the primary representative of the Society to ECU, the Guild, and external organisations, including Engineers Australia. Ensures the Society operates in accordance with this Constitution and all relevant policies.

General Secretary – Supports the President in all duties and acts in the President’s role in their absence. Assists in coordinating Society activities and initiatives. Assists with strategic planning and committee accountability. Maintains records of meetings, attendance, and official correspondence. Prepare meeting agendas and minutes. Manages the Register of Members and official documentation. Assists with reporting obligations to the Guild.

Treasurer – Manages the Society’s finances in accordance with ECU Student Guild financial regulations. Maintains accurate financial records, prepares financial reports, submits grant applications, manages the club float, and oversees responsible use of funds. Provides financial statements at each AGM.

Events & Industry Engagement Officer – Coordinates technical events, workshops, competitions, and site visits. Builds and maintains relationships with industry partners, guest speakers, and professional bodies, including Engineers Australia. Supports career development and industry engagement opportunities for members.

Communications Officer – Manages the Society’s communications and promotions. Oversees social media, email updates, and event publicity. Supports outreach to students and promotes ECES activities across ECU platforms and relevant channels.
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Executive Committee members shall serve a term of one academic year and may be re-elected or re-appointed, subject to ECU Student Guild club governance requirements. Elections shall be held at the Annual General Meeting (AGM) prior to the commencement of each academic year.
Section D: Vacancies
If a position becomes vacant during the term, the Executive Committee may appoint an eligible member to fill the role on an interim basis until the next election, or a Special General Meeting is convened.

Section E: Accountability
Executive Committee members shall act in the best interests of the Society and uphold the values of ECES, ECU, and the Guild. Failure to fulfil duties without reasonable cause may result in removal by a majority vote of the Executive Committee, in accordance with the dispute resolution procedures in this Constitution.
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1. Society must keep and maintain an up-to-date Register of Members.
1. The Register of Members shall be used solely to communicate matters pertaining to the Society and its designated purposes.
1. The Register of Members must be made available to any Committee Member, Employee of the Guild, or the relevant Vice-President of the Guild upon request.
1. The Register of Members must be updated continuously to reflect current enrolment and membership status.
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Committee Meetings
1. Executive Committee members must engage in club affairs at least monthly unless granted leave by the President.
1. Formal committee meetings shall be held at least quarterly at a convenient time agreed by the Committee. Electronic meetings are permitted.
1. The President (or Vice President in their absence) shall chair all meetings and shall hold both a deliberative and casting vote.
1. Meeting minutes shall be recorded by the Secretary or a designated member and distributed to the Committee within seven (7) days.
1. A quorum requires a minimum of three (3) Executive Committee members to be present.
1. Meetings are open to all members unless confidentiality requires an in-camera session by majority vote.
1. Resolutions are passed by a Simple Majority unless otherwise stated in this Constitution.


General Meetings

1. The Society shall hold an Annual General Meeting (AGM) before the end of the academic calendar year.
1. The AGM shall include a review of the previous year’s minutes, presentation of financial statements, election of the incoming Executive Committee, and any other agenda items.
1. Special General Meetings (SGMs) may be convened by Executive Committee resolution or by a written requisition signed by at least twenty (20) General Members.
1. A minimum of seven (7) business days’ notice of any General Meeting must be provided to all members.
1. SGMs shall only address matters specified in the notice of meeting.
1. Resolutions at General Meetings are passed by Simple Majority unless otherwise specified in this Constitution.
1. The Society shall run a minimum of two (2) Guild-approved events each academic year, at least one of which must be held on an ECU campus and open to all ECU students, in accordance with Guild Tier 1 affiliation requirements.
[bookmark: _Toc192689899]ARTICLE VII: DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Procedures

Any member of the club who fails to observe the rules, or whose conduct does not observe the objectives of the club may be suspended or expelled from membership of the club.
If a club member believes any member is acting in contravention of these rules they will:
1. Raise the issue with the club executive committee or their ECU Guild Vice President and/or ECU Guild General Secretary.
2. The behaviour must be investigated and addressed immediately.
3. If the club cannot mediate the issue to a satisfactory resolution, the issue will be directed to the ECU Guild Senate to investigate and determine a course of action.
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To keep in line with reporting legislation in WA which the Guild is bound by, and to improve communication between the club and the Guild, we ECU Civil Engineering Society are committed to:

1. Providing a budget to our relevant Vice President and adhering to their recommendations to the best of our ability.
2. Keeping the Guild updated with any changes to banking details.
3. Declare all existing and potential affiliations, funding arrangements, sponsorships, and agreements we have with other organisations.
4. Keeping the Guild updated on the composition and roles of the committee, as well as contact details.
5. Allowing adequate notice of events, as well as changes to the timing or location of these events.
6. Providing a copy of the club’s bank statement, AGM and other meetings minutes to the Guild.
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1. “In the event of the ECES becoming defunct or dissolved, the assets and funds that remain after such, and the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, shall be transferred to the Guild. Provided there are no external sponsors in which case the club will settle their outstanding accounts and balances to be paid and settled with all remaining funds turned over accordingly.
2. All Funds owed to the ECU student Guild will be paid in full within 28 days of the date of dissolution” as Guild Funds will remain Guild funds and will need to be paid back accordingly.
3. Final bank statement, showing closer of bank account and distribution of the funds to the members, to be given to the Guild.
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No amendments to the Constitution shall be made unless approved by a Simple Majority vote of both the Committee and members at an AGM or SGM.
